Landscaping
Our landscaping team turns your site into a living greenspace. Where 

necessary, the teams use GPS to ensure they plant in the right places and 

with the right density.

They start by preparing your site and clearing any existing weeds. If 

necessary, they stabilise your site against soil erosion and future weed 

growth, using compost, mulch, coir fibre mat, wool mat & other geo 

textiles. They can create special water management rain gardens, with 

linings and drainage lines.

THE PLANTING STAGE

At the planting stage, we deliver the 

plants to your site, and our teams plant 

them according to plans. These can 

include purpose-specific plants for water 

management and other environment 

control, or simply provide aesthetic appeal 

and soil stabilisation. They plant specimen 

trees, or transplant existing large natives 

from your site to provide an immediate 

scale to your green space and provide 

visual focus.

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Environmental
Many of our projects involve rehabilitating damaged or compromised 

natural environments. Often, these areas are consent-critical natural 

spaces, technically challenging or community-sensitive. Our Environment 

team’s first step is to use GIS spatial mapping to define the location, and 

then visit the site to understand its requirements. They then give you a full 

report and explain the best way forward to meet your goals. 

This can include:

WILD SPACE RESTORATION & 
MANAGEMENT

Our team can work to remove existing issues 

that are compromising your site’s natural 

bush areas. Within a 2-5 year period, these 

areas generally become self-managing, and 

only need annual or seasonal inspections 

to ensure they are still healthy, and free of 

invasive plant or animal species.

REPAIRING WATERWAYS

The team are experts in re-establishing 

healthy flows for waterways, wetlands and 

natural drainage areas. These areas then 

form anchor points for biodiversity and 

effective water management for your site. 

NOXIOUS WEED CONTROL

They remove noxious weeds without 

damaging existing natives. Sometimes it’s 

best to replant with natives, but often the 

existing native plants will self-regenerate.

ANIMAL PEST CONTROL

Bait stations and control lines control 

and ultimately eliminate animal pest 

populations. When the on-site population 

is eliminated, a perimeter of bait stations 

and electronic traps provide long-term 

incursion control.

CLEARING LAND IN SENSITIVE 
AREAS

Sometimes spaces are too compromised 

to regenerate naturally. In these cases 

total clearing and then replanting is the 

best option. In other cases, we need to 

clear sensitive areas for your project. 

Where possible, we identify important 

plants and trees that can be relocated 

in other areas of your development to 

reduce the overall impact.

#5
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Nursery
We have two native plant nurseries in Auckland. Our teams 

grow thousands of native plants to order, from seeds collected 

with permission from native bushland. We have an extensive 

stock of plants, to help support existing customers’ plantings, 

replacements and for short-notice projects.
